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Troubleshooting

Problem: Song title appears only sometimes or never.

Solution: A few music player apps never send song title
and other info over Bluetooth, so try another app. Also,
some music player apps don’t send song title if playing
automatically in the background, only if the app is “visibly
running” on the device, so try “opening” the app which is
playing in the background.

Problem: An extension cable is needed to install bba2.

Solution: The following extension cables provide
flexibility in bba2 placement.
